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Abstract
The abstract of the manuscript should be written in 12 point Times New Roman font and be up to 300 words in length. 

Keywords

Up to 5 keywords in 12 point Times New Roman font italic.
1. Title 1 (Times New Roman font, 12 point, bold, lower case. Section titles have to be numbered progressively with Arabic number followed by a dot, left aligned)

The manuscript should be up to 6 pages long.
Microsoft Word for Windows should be used to write the paper. Available space in every page A4 is 15 x 23,7 cm (3 cm margins all around). 

The manuscript will be converted into Acrobat pdf file and included in the CD Rom of the conference proceedings. 

Text has to be structured in numbered sections and subsections, e.g.: 

1. Introduction

2. Methods and materials

2.1 Instrumentation

2.2 Measure method

Leave a line space above the heading of the section or subsection. The text must be typed using Times New Roman font, 12 point. 

2. Tables and figures 

It is recommended to convert all those figures composed by different objects (text frames, lines, drawings or other objects) to pictures. Both tables and figures must be centred and provided with an appropriate caption, which briefly explains their contents.   

A blank line is left above and below the figure (or table). Where the figure (or table) is placed just at the end of a paragraph or before the title of the following one, please leave two black lines instead of one, in order to enhance the text readability.  

Figures and tables should be placed in the body of the text.

2.1 Captions
Figure captions are placed under the figure, while table captions have to be placed above the tables. Font and size are the same as the normal text, but centred.

Caption must have a – as a separation between the expression “Figure # –” and the caption text, which begins with capital letter. 
The spacing between the figure (table) and its caption should be 12 pt (1 line). Figures must be legible and understandable in black and white. The CD version of the proceedings will be in color.
2.2 Table and Figure references

Figures and tables should be placed in the body of the text as soon as it is practical after the first reference to that annotation in the text. If the reference is integrated in the test, as shown up to now, a complete address to that object should be used, with lower case first letter (e.g. “in table 3 results are summarized… ”).

On the other hand, if the reference appears isolated within the sentence, abbreviation is allowed: “Fig.” in place of “figure”, “Tab.” Instead of “table”. See beginning of next subsection for an example.

2.3 Table example

The body of the table can be reduced, but not smaller than 10 pt. Below an example of table is given, with reduced font size and long caption (Tab. 1).

3. Equations

Formulas should be clear and legibly written in the same point size as the text, i.e. 12 pt. Indexes’ size can differ but shouldn’t be smaller than 9 pt. Each formula should be written using Mathtype or Equation Editor (if using Word) and should be placed on a separate line to the center of the page and numbered sequentially. The formula’s number should be enclosed in parentheses and placed to the right of the page. All symbols occurring in the formulae should be explained in the text where they appear for the first time. Please follow the model below for equations, using a manual numeration instead of an automatic one.
